The Last Werewolf

by Glen Duncan

Although primarily a mainstream literary 
author, Glen Duncan has dabbled in the 
horror genre on occasion. I, Lucifer (Pb 
$21.99) was told from the viewpoint 
of Satan, and Death of an Ordinary 
Man (Pb $22.99) revolved around the 
afterlife. He is a fantastic author, so I was 
interested to see what he could do with 
the werewolf character, which of course 
has been hijacked by the Paranormal 
Romance genre and severely neutered!

Jacob Marlowe has just discovered 
he is the last werewolf in the world. The 
World Organisation for the Control of 

Occult Phenomena (WOCOP) has systematically hunted down his 
kind. After over 200 years, he is tired of existence and considering 
surrendering himself to his enemies. One of the key reasons for 
his desire to surrender is that, after he feeds, he retains the vivid 
memories of not only the act of feeding, but also visions of his victim’s 
lives before they encountered him - hardly a recipe for a guilt-free life!

Jacob’s world is turned upside down when he realises that not 
only are vampires as real as werewolves, but they have their own 
sinister agenda to transform the world, and their plans include him. 
Then a miracle occurs and Jacob is forced to re-evaluate his options…

As is often the case, the human beings are some of the worst 
monsters here, working to exterminate an admittedly brutal, yet also 
unique, race.

Duncan is a master at conveying the inner thoughts of his 
characters, blending their everyday philosophies and worldview into 
stories that are utterly human and gritty.

Despite the subject matter in this book, the author successfully 
manages to construct a combination of literature and gory horror, 
rather than just giving us an excuse to read about tearing people’s 
throats out (although I think that does happen too!).

Duncan’s world-building is sufficient, providing some nice back-
story and occult lore, as well as neatly tying the werewolf and vampire 
histories into our own. He doesn’t shy away from the violence at all, 
and explores the primal sexuality of the werewolf mythos in explicit 
detail. Buffy, this is not!

Told in first person perspective (which is a favourite of mine), this 
is a wonderful novel of gore-soaked literature that breathes much-
needed life into the horror genre. It’s the first book in a trilogy as 
well. If you enjoyed John Ajvide Lindqvist’s Let the Right One In (Pb 
$24.95) or Justin Cronin’s The Passage (Tp $35), then this could very 
well be your cup of tea. Tp $32.95 - David

Explorer (Foreigner #6)

by C J Cherryh

Cherryh’s much praised Foreigner series 
is a serious space opera at its very best, 
written by one of the leading SF writers. 

The starship Phoenix has departed the 
newly-restored Alpha base in the Atevi 
home world, carrying on board a minimal 
rescue crew and a contingent of Atevi and 
Human Mosphierans who must spend a 
year in warped space travel to rescue the 
crew left behind at the battle-damaged 
Reunion Orbital Station.

Cherryh continues to toy with the 
differences between the Human and Atevi 
protagonists. Not only does Bren continue 

to maintain his alliance with the Atevi, but on the way to the Reunion 
Orbital Station he must constantly negotiate with the Mosphieran 
Humans. And once the Phoenix arrives at the station, Bren must 
negotiate with a new political bent of Guild humans, whom everyone 
has warned him not to trust – no matter what. And indeed the Guild 
seem to be a repressive group of Humans who desperately cling to 
the powers of their past, despite their predicament in a ruined orbital 
station. Yet that won’t stop the Guild from watching and waiting 
as they deal deceitfully with Bren, all the while concealing their 
knowledge of another alien starship lurking somewhere out on the 
fringes of their star system…

Meanwhile, Sabin - captain of the Phoenix - doesn’t trust Bren and 
his Atevi allies. Nor does he trust their friend, the newly appointed 
Junior Captain, Jase Graham, who was groomed to parley between 
alien contacts and humans. As we soon discover, Sabin gets his 
chance to act on his distrust; there are mysterious alien encounters, 
lies, subterfuge and double-dealing. When a third Alien species gets 
thrown into the mix, events spiral downwards into unimaginable 
catastrophe…

Bren and Captain Jase must defuse ever-growing tensions 
between Captain Sabin and Aiji-Dowager Ilisidi, a Lord in her own 
right who reports directly to Lord Tabini. That’s if Ilsidi ever gets back 
alive - provided she and Sabin don’t kill each other first. And that the 
Guild Humans and their Alien stand-off doesn’t get everyone else 
killed! With some nail-biting, suspense-filled action scenes, there is a 
lot to read here. My advice is to read very closely to spot the clues!

Cherryh weaves plots and characters superbly, leaving the reader 
spellbound. I find her character development captivating; even the 
villains have their moments to shine. The electric dialogue and scenes 
of confrontation are very intense. Detail in the character development 
– as seen through Bren’s eyes – is simply beautiful. Cherryh’s ongoing 
commentary on the subtle cultural differences between Human and 
Atevi is so lurid and fine-edged that it reads more like an historical 
memoir.
